“Then the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom.  So, when the centurion, who stood opposite Him, saw that He cried out like this and breathed His last, he said, “Truly this Man was the Son of God.”  (Mark 15:38-39, NKJV)





It is with these words that the Christian faith rests.  The events that are represented in these words are the events that not only make Christianity different from every other religion; but are also the events that changed the world in the most dramatic fashion.  The difference between Christianity and any other religion is that we believe that God so loved the world, that God sent His only Son into the world to save it.  This saving act is embodied in the Crucifixion.  If you took only the teachings and the way that Jesus lived, there would not be significant differences between Him and anyone else who started any of the other religions.  Certainly, Jesus lived a more perfect life than anyone else had, there is no documentation of any shortcomings in Jesus’ characters, He had no lapses in judgment and there were no scandals involving bad behavior on Jesus’ part.  What He did do, was that the envelope of the teachings were pushed beyond current understanding.  For example, where other religions say to love your neighbor as yourself, Jesus adds that we should love our enemy as well.  Because of this, we are called to a higher degree of “moral living” than followers of other religions.  Unfortunately, because of our sinful nature, we do not live up to those expectations of higher living.





That is where the cross and empty grave come into play.  With the cross and empty grave, what Jesus taught and how He lived take on another dimension, a dimension that links us directly with God, the Creator of everything.  There are many different ways to understand Jesus’ death and resurrection; many ways of trying to explain why God came to us as one of us and suffered and died and then rose again.  Regardless of the explanation, or understanding of exactly what happened, what ultimately was achieved was the restoration of our relationship with God.  When God created, God created everything in harmony with everything else, including God, Himself.  Once humanity had fallen out of that harmonious relationship with God, both God and humans had been working to restore that relationship.  Jesus has restored that relationship, destroying the barrier that separated us from God.  (This is represented by the Temple curtain being torn in two at the time of Jesus’ death.)  





There are those who would argue that all religion is alike and that nothing really differentiates them.  But, for Christians, there is one major differentiation, one that should be emphasized and really cannot be over emphasized.  That difference is that God, because of God’s love for us, came to us as one of us; died for our sins, freeing us from the bondages of sin and death and restoring the relationships that were originally intended at the beginning of creation.  No other religion makes that claim.  That is what makes Christianity unique and is something that we should celebrate, not just during the Easter season, but the whole year long, for a lifetime.





As we continue to journey past the empty cross and empty grave during this Easter, may we stop and reflect on the cross and grave and truly appreciate their significance on our lives, both now and for eternity.
